短文改错解题技巧与训练

此题要求考生判断所给短文是否有错，如有错即将其改正。错误类型包括词法、句法、行文逻辑等。

短文改错题是一项主要测试考生的判断能力、观察能力、纠正能力、语言基础知识及语言的综合准确运用的能力。由于考生对这类题接触较少，加上英语基础知识不够扎实，所以失分率很高。

从近几年年的考题来看，短文浅显易懂，考生阅读一般没有困难。从设错来看：多词1-2处，缺词1-2处，无错误1处，错词6处，用词上的错误占的比例较大。错误类型涉及名词单复数、冠词、介词、动词时态、不定式、动名词、过去分词、现在分词、连词、代词、习语搭配，其中动词考查得较多。

改错时要在通读全文，理解篇章的基础上逐句地分析。一看意思是否正确，这样用词错，逻辑上的不合理一般就看出来了；二看句子结构是否完整，是多词了，还是少词了；三看用词是否正确。错词一般较容易看出来，缺词和多词要特别注意。尤其是：(名词前是多了或是少了冠词；可数名词的单数形式尤要注意；(动词不定式是多了或是少了不定式的 “to”，动词原形要尤加注意；(及物动词或不及物动词之后是多了或是少了应有的介词或副词；(根据句子的意思和结构以及上下文的逻辑关系，必要的连词、代词是多了还是少了等。

尽管短文改错对考生来说比较难，但只要能熟练掌握语言的基本规则，加强应试训练，不断总结经验教训，寻找规律，此题是完全可以掌握的。
【例题精选】：

此题要求改正所给短文中的错误。对标有题号的每一行作出判断：如无错误，在该行右边横线上画一个勾（(）；如有错误（每行只有一个错误），则按下列情况改正：

此行多一个词：把多余的词用斜线（/）划掉，在该行右边横线上写出该词，并也用斜线划掉。

此行缺一个词：在缺词处加一个漏字符号（(），在该行右边横线上写出该加的词。

此行错一个词：在错的词下划一横线，在该行右边横线上写出改正后的词。

注意：原行没有错的不要改。不要忘了打勾。
