They expressed their surprise to the “moon people” they met. In turn, the “moon people” expressed their surprise. “Why,” they asked, “are you traveling to outer space when you don’t even use your inner space?”
   H.G. Wells could only imagine travel to the moon. In 1969, human beings really did land on  the moon. People today know that there are underground cities on the moon. However, the question that “the moon people” asked is still an interesting one. A growing number of scientists are seriously thinking about it.

  Underground systems are already in place. Many cities have underground shopping areas. The “Chunnel”, a tunnel (隧道) connecting England and France, is now complete.

  But what about underground cities ? Japan’s Taisei Corporation is designing a network of underground systems, called “Alice Cities.” The designers imagine using surface space for public parks and using underground space for flats, office, shopping, and so on. A solar dome (太阳能穹顶) would cover the whole city.

  Supporters of underground development say that building down rather than building up is a good way to use the earth’s space. The surface, they day, can be used for farms, parks, gardens, and wilderness. H.G. Wells’ “moon people” would agree. Would you?

   If you watch a baby between six and nine months old, you may notice that the basic concepts of geometry is learned by it. Now divers still search for valuable things in sunken ships but they also try to bring to the surface the ships themselves, or parts of them.   A child’s birthday party doesn’t have to be a hassle; it can be a basket of fun, according to Bet Anaclerio, an Evaston mother of two, ages 4 and 18 months.

  “Having a party at home usually requires a lot of running around on the part of the parents, and often the birthday boy or girl gets lost in wild excitement. But it really doesn’t have to be that way,” said Anaclerio. Last summer, Anaclerio and her friend Jill Carlisle, a Northbrook mother of a 2-year-old, founded a home party-planning business called “A Party in a Basket.” Their goal is to help parents and children share in the fun part of party planning, like choosing the subject or making a cake, while they take care of everything.

   The poverty line is the minimum income that people need for an acceptable standard of living. People with incomes below the poverty line are considered poor. Economists study the causes of poverty in order to find solutions to the problem.
   As the general standard of living in the country rises, the poverty line does, too. therefore, even with today’s relatively high standard of living, about 10 percent of the people in the United States are below the poverty line. However, if these people had stable jobs, they could have an acceptable standard of living. Economists suggest several reasons why poor people do not have jobs.
   For one thing, more than half of the poor people in the United States are not qualified to work. Over 40 percent of the poor people are children. By law, children less than 16 years old cannot work in many industries. A large number of poor people are old. Many companies do not hire people over 65 years old, the normal retirement age.
Some poor adults do not look for jobs for a variety of personal reasons: they are sick, they do not have any motivation(动力), they have family problems, or they do not believe that they can find a job.
  Other poor people look for a job but cannot find one. Many poor adults never went to high school. Therefore, when they look for jobs, they have few skills that they can offer. 
At the present time, the government thinks it can reduce poverty in the country in the following ways.
  First, if the national economy grows, businesses and industries hire more workers. Some of the poor who are qualified to look for jobs may find employment. Then they will no longer be below the poverty line.
  Second, if society invests in the poor, the poor will become more productive. if the government spends money on social programs, education, and training for poor people, the poor will have the skills to offer, Then it is more likely that they can find jobs.
  Finally, if the government distributes society’s income differently, it raises some poor people above the poverty line. The government collects taxes from the non-poor and gives money to the poor. These payments to the poor are called welfare. in 1975 over 18million people in the United States received welfare.
  Some economists are looking for better solutions to the poverty problem. However, at the present time, many people depend on welfare for a minimally acceptable standard of living.

   The World Trade Organization (WTO), founded on January 1, 1995, aims to encourage international trade to flow as freely as possible, making sure that trade agreements are respected and that any disputes (争端) can be settled. In the five years since its founding, the WTO has become well-known as one of the world’s most powerful economic organizations, taking its place alongside the World Bank.

   The system of global rules for international trade, however, dates back half a century to 1948 when the General Agreement on Tariffs(关税) and Trade (GATT) was formed after World War II.    BEIJING – Set off by the April 1 Sino-US plane collision and US official agreement of the biggest arms sale to Taiwan in a decade as well as remarks by US President Bush on defending Taiwan , there have been increasing hacker ( 黑客) attacks on websites of the two countries in the pass weeks.

   An American group of hackers which calls itself Poizon Box had begun ruining Chinese websites after the April 1 spy plane in cadent, top Chinese portal sina.com.said, The Chinese soon attacked back.

  On April 29, Chinese hackers invaded two US Government websites over the weekend, forcing the Department of Labor and the Department of Health and Human Service to shut down their sites for a short time.

  The US Department of Labor went offline for a few hours after a page in its website was changed to display a picture of Wang Wei, the Chinese pilot who died in the collision.

  The page was titled “China hack!” and read, in English, “The whole country is sorry for losing the best son of China-Wang Wei forever, we still miss you until the end of day,”
  On May 1, hackers exchanged bad remarks in which the official White House website was defaced by a huge amount of e-mail garbage. On May 5, the White House website fell victim (受害者) to a denial of service attack that block access (通道) to the site for more than two hours.

Afloat twelve miles outside San Francisco's Golden Gate, a Korean cargo ship awaits some armed visitors. Sea Marshals Shawn Copp and Terry Wunder climb aboard, along with a local harbor pilot. Soon they begin issuing commands to the ship’s crew. 

"I need these two doors locked." 

  After September 11th, the Coast Guard here began putting Sea Officials aboard ships before they enter San Francisco Bay. This is just in case the unthinkable happens on the high seas. 

  Captain Herith says, "A terrorist( 恐怖分子 ) could come on board a ship on a stowaway( 偷渡者 ) kind of capacity, in a container for example. A terrorist could board as a passenger. A terrorist could board while the ship is underway." 

  Crews are watched for any signs of doubtful behavior. The sea marshals make sure the ship stays its course. 

  And that course best be far from things like the Golden Gate or any other bridge. A ship may be slow, but as one of the largest moving objects in the world, a hijacked （被劫持） ship could be a most dangerous weapon of destruction. 

  If Sea Official Sean Copp doesn't like what he sees on the bridge, he has the power to do something about it. Sean Copp says, "All hands on the bridge are going to go ahead and get on their knees except for the essential personnel. We're going to lock down the bridge and provide security( 安全 ) for the pilot." 

  Ninety-six hours before a ship enters the bay, the crew's identities are run through an intelligence database (material in computers). The ship’s cargo and recent routes must be accounted for. Local pilots have always guided ships to berth (停泊), only before they did it alone. 

  The pilot says, "There's security in the wheel house (where the ship is guided). Up until now we didn't think we needed it, but apparently it's a good thing." 

  Security measures like this are rare in the international shipping industry.

EYEING nuclear developments in other countries and presidential election in 2004, US President George Bush has made a new decision that wins him the name “Son of Star Wars”.

Bush announced on December 17 that he had ordered the plan of a nationwide missile defense system (导弹防御系统)by 2004. In a statement, Bush said his purpose was to protect US citizens against nuclear threat(威胁)from outside.

Fred Michel is one of 7.2 million Americans who moonlight, or hold more than one job.

   Once a week, after his day job as medical director of a mental health center, the 40-year-old psychiatrist (精神病大夫)heads to a part-time job at a treatment center for young people. Twice a month, he travels three hours to another teenage treatment center.

   Last year, 5.4 percent of the American workforce held second jobs, according to the US Labor Department, and that looks set to increase this year.

   Many workers like the safety that moonlighting provides, says Carl Hausman, the writer of “Moonlighting: 148 Great Ways to Make Money on the Side.”
   The information from the US Labor Department shows that 40 percent of US moonlighters in 1997 took a second job to meet household expenses or pay off debts. Others save money or buy some special things.

   People also take second jobs with an eye to the future --- wanting to try out a new field or gain experience.

   Michel started moonlighting when medical systems were unstable (不稳定的). He wanted to make sure he wasn’t tied to one system that ended up failing.

   Just as the purposes for moonlighting vary, the moonlighters cross all age and racial groups. And they work in a variety of industries --- no longer just service, office and sale jobs.

   “Technology just affects your ability to make money,” Hausman says. “That makes a frequent change in moonlighting.”
   As its name means, moonlighting still occurs mostly at night. And that results in some pressures. Chief among them is time.

   Full-time employers could misunderstand, too. Some companies do not allow after-hour work because they fear it will affect their employees’ 9-to 5 performance.

   “The primary employer is saying, ‘Wait, I’m paying you for the sharp, fresh, energetic you,’ ” says Tom Gimbel, president and founder of LaSalle Staffing in Chicago. “If you’re burning yourself at both ends, it’s going to show.”
   Still, the good done to the moonlighters can be great. Besides extra income, moonlighters enjoy variety, freedom and chance to do something new. They also may find their part-time jobs strengthen what they do full time.

   Besides, “it’s fun,” Michel says. Not only do his part-time jobs offer a chance to network, stretch his professional skills and make more money, but they also give him the variety he wouldn’t find just in a full-time job.

United States President George W. Bush yesterday expressed doubt on efforts by United Nations arms inspectors (调查人员) to get detailed information from Iraqi scientists, adding the presence of Iraqi officials as a reason for it. A US official said any interference (干涉) by Iraq with the interview would be another sign that Iraqi President Saddam Hussein was failing to meet UN disarmament (解除武装) demands. “The inspectors are there to decide whether or not he is disarming. You hear these reports about Iraqi scientists being interviewed, but there’s an official in the room.” Bush told reporters during a tour of his Texas farm. Bush had been asked whether he was satisfied with the UN inspector’s attempts to interview Iraqi scientists. The question is , will Saddam Hussein disarm?” Bush said. “The first sign isn’t very satisfactory that he will voluntarily disarm.” Bush talked of Iraq’s declaration on its arms, which he called “false”, as well as the scientist interviews. “He’s got to understand his day is coming.” Bush said to Saddam. Bush spoke as more than 11,000 US soldiers prepared to head for the Gulf to join in US preparations for a possible invasion (入侵) of Iraq to force an end to any programmes Saddam has to make nuclear biological or chemical weapons.    ROCHESTER HILLS, Michigan (AP) --- a little more than 10 years ago, Tricia Mack was a student at Rochester Adams High School who dreamed of becoming an astronaut.

   Today, Ms. Mack is a 27-year-old aerospace engineer for the national aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) and is traveling to Russia to work on an international space station. It was a quick journey from Rochester Hills to NASA --- but instead of being an astronaut, Ms. Mack is training them. She knew she wanted to be involved with outer space, even as far back as her days at West Middle School. And although Ms. Mack knew where she wanted to go, she also knew what it would take. She offers simple advice for kids who might see themselves as future NASA employees: “Study your math and science.”
   After graduating from college, she was offered a job at NASA’s Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center, just outside Houston. There, she became a very good trainer and has spent most of her time teaching astronauts how to use their $8 million space suits.

   Ms. Mack teaches everything from putting on the suits to explaining how to read the warning features. Ms. Mack shows astronauts how to understand information on the suit itself, as well as warning they might hear in their helmets (头盔). Later, she’ll teach astronauts how to do certain things in their suits.

   “We have a huge pool that the astronauts are placed in. They wear weights so it feels like neutral gravity --- where they’re not sinking and they’re not floating to the surface,” she said. Underwater, astronauts have a stand-in for the conditions in outer space.

   Ms. Mack will continue this role as she begins work on an international space project. More than 40 flights through 2004 will be taken to the space station Those include trips by the American shuttles (班机) and the Russian Soyuz rockets, which hold three persons.

   While Russians have left astronauts on space stations for as long as one year, American crews are not expected to be on the space station longer than 180 days at a time, Ms. Mack explained.

Professor Martin’s report says that children who attend a number of different schools, because their parents have to move around the country, probably make slow progress in their studies. There are also signs, says Professor Martin, that an unusually large number of such children are mentally affected.

The professor says, “It’s true, my personal feeling is that children should stay in one school. However, our feelings are based on research and not on any personal feelings that I or my assistants may have on the subject.”
Captain Thomas James, an army lecturer for the past twenty years and himself a father of two, said, “I have never heard such rubbish. Taking me for example, no harm is done to the education of my children who change schools regularly --- if they keep to the same system, as in our Army schools. In my experience --- and I’ve known quite a few of them --- Army children are as well-adjusted (调整)as any others, if not more so. There is that strong conviction in life that one can learn from failure, figure out what went wrong and correct it. One has the power to change.

Scrutiny (反思)of defeat is critical. One has to confront his failure to avoid repeating it.

There are four common reasons for failure:

1) Lack of social skills. You can have academic intelligence and still lack social intelligence. This is the ability to be a good listeners, to be sensitive to others, to give and take criticisms well.

People with high social intelligence admit their mistakes, take their share of blame and move on. They can get over serious mistakes.

Social intelligence is an acquired skill. The more one practices, the better he gets. Like good manners, it can be learned.

2) Absence of commitment (许诺). If a lawyer readily admits that he really has not achieved his expectations, he finds an excuse for himself against failure by never really trying.

Like of confidence is a basic cause of failure. To be committed, indeed, to be successful at anything, one has to believe he can do it. People who lack self-confidence, although they may all the right things, often say them with a question mark in their voice.

One can get better at projection a sense of self-confidence, even if he does not really feel it. Like an actor in play, one has to monitor his voice and actions to be sure he or she sounds self-confidence.

3) Scattered Focus. Some people do many things that they end up doing none of them well. They try to do many things that they lose focus and fail to settle priorities (优先考虑的事). Whatever activity that strikes their fancy at a given time is the one that they would attend to. The solution to this is to refocus, sort what one does best; to recognize limitations and establish priorities ---all these are essential to success.

4) Bad luck. Many times, things happen that one just cannot help. In his job, though no fault of his own, he is forced out or fired without due process.

What must be done? First , do not blame yourself if anything wrong happens. Second, remember that you always have choices, even if some are not obvious.

Smart people should not feel downhearted when they fail. The best of people experience that. What is most special is learning from failure --- and smart people should learn that.

 “Is jazz a kid of folk music ?” “Is it a performing style?” “How is it different from other kinds of music?” There is no simple answer to these questions, because the most important quality of jazz comes from its unique combination of different musical sources over a period of almost 400 years.

  The quality that unites the many different jazz forms is, in some degree, separate from its musical sources. The quality is the expression of freedom. The idea of freedom is central.

  The ancestors of jazz were black people from West Africa who were brought to America as slaves, or forced labor’s, from the early 1600s to the mid-1800s. Most of them remained slaves until President Lincoln set free on January 1, 1863, during the American Civil War.

  With the loss of their personal freedom and the breaking up of their families, the slaves also lost the social traditions of their music from Africa. The complex rhythms of this music involved a number of people performing together. The breaking apart of these social groups forced slaves to create new songs, that is, to develop a completely new musical tradition.

   Using some of the remembered African rhythms, the slaves gradually began to add some features of the European classical music that was played by the slave owners. The slaves were also influenced by American folk songs. But the result of adding these borrowed elements to the complex African rhythms was the beginning of as completely new kind of music. Still, this music only existed privately among groups of slaves.

  The slaves’ work had another effect on their music. It introduced new kinds of musical rhythms. Some of these rhythms became work songs to accompany their planting and picking of cotton. Other rhythms were developed by teams of workers who needed to lift heavy loads of cotton onto carts that passed through the fields. Later, during the building of the railroads, individual workers created new songs to match the sharp rhythms of steel as they put the rails into place.

How old is “old” ? The answer has changed over the years. Two hundred years ago, you were 35. That was the average life span then. At the turn of this century, as medical knowledge advanced, the average life span increased to 45. In 1950, 70-year-olds were really old. Today, a healthy 70-year-old is looking forward to many active years.

So, how old is old ? The answer is one you’ve heard many times, from all sorts of people. “You are as old (or young) as you feel.” The calendar simply tells you how many years you have lived. Your body tells you how well you’ve lived.

Old is a point of view. Alice Brophy said, “It makes me angry when people say, ‘ Gee, you look young for your age,’ What does that mean ? Is there some model that you’re supposed to look a certain way at 65 and 75 and 85 ? You know you can die old at 30 and live young at 80.” There are many myths about aging. Here are some of the more common myths – and the facts.

Myths 1: Most older people are in poor health.

It is natural for young people to be critical of their parents at times and to blame them for most of the misunderstandings between them.    The chances are that you made up your mind about smoking a long time ago --- and decided it’s not for you.

   The chances are equally good that you know a lot of smokers --- there are, after all about 60 million of them, work with them, play with them, and get along with them very well.

   And finally it’s a pretty safe bet that you’re open-minded and interested in all the various issues about smokers and non-smokers or you wouldn’t be reading this.

   And those three things make you really important today.

   Because they mean that years is the voice --- not the smoker’s, and not the anti-smoker’s ---that will determine how much of society’s efforts should go into building walls that separate us and how much into the search for solutions that bring us together.

  Before the mid-nineteenth century, people in the United States ate most foods only in season. Drying, smoking, and salting could keep meat for a short time, but the chance of eating fresh meat and drinking fresh milk was limited: there was no way to keep food from going bad. But in 1810 a French inventor named Nicolas Appert developed the cooking-and –sealing technique of canning. And in the 1850’s an American named Gail Borden developed a means of keeping milk fresh. Canned foods and condensed milk (炼乳) became more common during the 1860’s, but supplies remained low because cans had to be made by hand. By 1880, however, inventors had developed modern machines that mass-produced cans from tin-plate. Suddenly all kinds of food could be kept and bought at all times of the year.

  Other inventions had also helped make it possible fro Americans to change their daily diets. Growing populations increased food demand and stimulated fruit and vegetable farmers to raise more produce. Railroad refrigerator cars made it possible to ship growers and packed meat fresh to faraway places without worrying they would go bad. Thus, by the 1890’s northern city settlers could enjoy southern and western strawberries, grapes, and tomatoes, for a month at most in the past, for up to six months of the year. Besides, increased use of iceboxes made it possible for families to store food which could easily go bad. An easy means of producing ice had been invented in the 1870’s, and by 1900 the nation had more than two thousand ice plants, most of which made home deliveries. The icebox became common equipment in most homes and remained so until the refrigerator replaced it in the 1920’sand 1930’s. Almost everyone now has a variety of diet.

Tricia Mack is a 27-year-old aerospace engineer for the National Aeronautics and Space administration and is traveling to Russia to work on an international space station. It was a quick journey from Rochester Hills to NASA, but instead of being an astronaut, Ms Mack is training them. She knew she wanted to be involved with out-space, even as far back as her days at West Middle School. And although Ms. Mack knew where she wanted to go, she also knew what it would take. She offers simple advice for kids who might see themselves as future NASA employees: Study your math and science.

  Ms. Mack teaches everything from putting on the suits to explaining how to read the warming features. Ms. Mack shows astronauts how to understand information on the suit itself, as well as warning they might hear in their helmets (头盔). Later, she’ll teach astronauts how to do certain things in their suits.

“We have a huge pool that the astronauts are placed in. They wear weights so it feels like neutral gravity (无引力) where they’re not sinking and they’re not floating to the surface,” she said. “Underwater, astronauts have a stand-in for the conditions in outer space.”

   An American teacher shortage that left many schools without qualified people running classrooms appears to be ending. Math, science and English are still in great need, and schools in inner cities and rural areas are still anxiously looking for good teachers. But a majority of schools report a fast increase in applications (申请) from qualified teachers. Colleges that train teachers also are seeing enrollment (注册) increase of up to 50 percent.

   Teaching is a job that provides many rewards besides money: a chance to help and to shape the next generation. But as with any job, salary helps determine whether a person chooses to enter the field sand how long he or she will stick it out.

   In the early 1980’s, many teachers threw in the towel. They left the classroom for better paying jobs in industry. They were especially unhappy that teaching offered little chance for advancement or pay for teachers. To change this situation, almost every state increased the pay for teachers. Today, teachers earn from $13,000 to 58,000. The average teacher’s salary in the U.S. is $18,000.

   Instead of teachers fleeing to industry, people are leaving industry, the military and other fields to become teachers. Colleges say one of every 12 freshmen has his eye on teaching, up from one in 20 a few years ago.

   The new teachers are likely to have better skills: most states now require teachers to pass a skills test, sometimes every few years. Teacher training programs at colleges have started to pay special attention to normal subjects, including math, reading and science, rather than educational theory.

   Today’s teachers are demanding a voice in how their schools are run. At some schools , teachers interview candidates (候选人) for headmaster and must agree on expenditure of money. But teachers generally still complain they don’t have enough power in schools.

   Teaching has always attracted people who are interested in rewards other than money. It provides a chance to contribute to society. Since we are social beings, the quality of our lives depends in large measure on our international relationships. One strength of the human condition is our possibility to give and receive support from one another under stressful (有压力的) conditions. Social support makes up of the exchange of resources among people based on their interpersonal ties. Those of us with strong support systems appear better able to deal with major life changes and daily problems. People with strong social ties live longer and have better health than those without such ties. Studies over types of illnesses, from depression to heart disease, show that the presence of social support helps people defend themselves against illness, and the absence of such support makes poor health more likely.

Social support cushions stress in a number of ways. First, friends, relatives and co-workers may let us know that they value us. Our self-respect is strengthened when we feel accepted by others in spite of our faults and difficulties. Second, other people often provide us with informational support. They help us to define and understand our problems and find solutions to them. Third, we typically find social companionship supportive. Taking part in free-time activities with others helps us to meet our social needs while at the same time distracting (转移注意力) us from our worries and troubles. The Library claims to have the largest collection of genealogical records in the world. Shirley Griffith has more about this unusual research center.

   The Family History Library has many records to help people search for information about their family histories. It has birth, marriage and death records from religious groups and governments. The collection includes official population, court and property records. It also includes burial records, ship passenger lists and published family histories.

The Family History Library has information from almost every area of the world. Most records are from 1550 through 1920. These records include the names of more than two thousand million people who have died. The library has few records of living persons.

The Family History Library is operated by the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints. The church has been gathering family history records around the world for more than one hundred years. The group urges(催促) its members to study the lives of early family members as a religious requirement.

The Family History Library is open to the public every day except Sunday and some holidays. Visitors are invited to use its books and other materials. Library officials say it is one of the most popular places for visitors in Utah. About two thousand four hundred people use the library each day.

Individuals, families and private groups have given some of their records to the library. The library bought other records from governments. All the information is gathered with the approval (批准) of governments of officials who supervise (监督) the records.

The library copies many records to a kind of film that can be read with special equipment. It is known as microfilm. The collection is always expanding. Today, Church representatives are making copies of important records around the world.

I wanted to have a telescope, but now I want my daddy back.” Lucien Lawrence’s letter to Father Christmas written after his schoolteacher father had been knifed to death outside his school gate, must have touched every heart. Lucien went on to say that without his father he couldn’t see the stars in the sky. When those whom we love depart from us, we cannot see the stars for a while.

   But Lucien, the stars are still there, and one day, when you are older and your tears have gone, you will see them again. And, in a strange way, I expect that you will find your father is there , too, in your mind and in your heart. I find that my parents, long dead now, still figure in many of my dreams and that I think of them perhaps more than I ever did when they were alive. I still live to please them and I’m still surprised by their reactions. I remember that when I became a professor, I was so proud, or rather so pleased with myself, that I couldn’t wait to cable my parents. The reply was a long time in coming, but when it did, all Mother said was “I hope this means that now you will have more time for the children!” I haven’t forgotten. The value of my parents still live on.

  It makes me pause and think about how I will live on in the hearts and minds of my children and of those for whom I care. Would I have been as ready as Philip Lawrence have been to face the aggressors (挑衅者), and to lay down my life for those in my care? How many people would want me back for Christmas? It’s a serious thought, one to give me pause.

“There is an out-of-date idea that children grow up and leave home when they’re 18, and the truth is far from that,” says Mr. Larry Bumpass of the University of Wisconsin. Today unexpected number of young adults are living with their parents. “There is a great change in the middle class,” declares Allan Schnaiberg of Northwestern University, whose son, 19, moved back in after an absence of eight months.

Scientists show a number of reasons for this return to the nest. The marriage age is rising, a condition that makes home and its pleasantness particularly attractive to young people. A high divorce rate and a low remarriage rate make some differences. For some, the expense of an away-from-home college education has become so great that many students now attend local schools. Even after graduation, young people find their wings tied by terrible housing costs.

Living at home, says Knighton, a school teacher, continues to give security and moral (道义)support. Her mother agreed. “It’s strange for the kids to pay all that money for rent. It makes sense for kids to stay at home.” But sharing the family home requires changes for all. There are the hassles over bathrooms, telephones and privacy. Some families, however, manage the careful balancing act. But for others, it proves too difficult. Michelle Del Turco, 24, has been home three times and left three times. “What I considered a social drink, my dad considered an alcohol problems,” she explains. “He never liked anyone I dated, so I either had to hide away or meet them at friends’ houses.”
Just how long should adults children live with their parents before moving on? Most scientists feel lengthy homecomings are a mistake. Children, can end up with a sense of defeat and failure. Take care about those who use the truth to deceive. When someone tells you something that is true, but leaves out important information that should be included, he can make a false impression. For example, someone might say, “I just won a hundred dollars on the lottery. It was great. I took that dollar ticket back to the store and turned it in for one hundred dollars!”
This guy is a winner, right? Maybe, maybe not. We then discovered that he bought two hundred tickets, and only one was a winner. He is really a big loser! He didn’t say anything that was false, but he intentionally left out important information. That’s called a half-truth. Half truths are not technically lies, but they are just as dishonest.

A new law has recently been announced which forbids people to disturb, annoy, harm, kill or interfere with any bats which choose to live in their houses. Anyone who disturbs a bat on its nest (鸟巢), or handles one without a license will be fined £1,000.

There are some people who like bats. The late Mrs. Ian Fleming was one. She would crawl for miles to see them in caves or hanging from trees. Similarly, there are many people who do not like bats much but are not particularly troubled by them. The chance of a bat roosting in their attics or spare bedroom curtains may seem far away from them. But there are others who do not fail into either of these categories and Mr. Auberon Waugh is one. Underneath his house are eight large cellars which for some reason bats have chosen to claim for themselves. He finds it extremely disagreeable to have to fight his way through a colony of them every time he wants a bottle of wine. And as a wine –lover he gets a particular pleasure from the ownership of wine, which has nothing to do with drinking it. He has certain bottles in his cellar which he thinks are too good to serve to anyone he knows, but he likes to go down and enjoy looking at them occasionally. The bats entirely destroy this pleasure.

Until the recent law, he could keep the bat problem within manageable proportions by sending his children down on a bat hunt every three months armed with tennis rackets. They usually managed to kill one or two and discouraged the rest from settling. But know, Mr. Waugh fears that the bats will take over the house. To solve the problem he inquired what course of action he could take and was told by Dr Robert Stebbings of the Institute if Terrestrial Ecology, “I am sure that no one will mind if you pick up a bat and take it outside and hang it on a tree or the outside of the house.” The trouble with this, as Mr. Waugh explains, is that he would be fined a      £1,000 if he had not already applied to the Nature Conservancy Council for a license to handle bats. And there is no certainty that he would automatically be granted one.

Increasingly, over the past ten years, people --- especially young people --- have become aware of the need to change their eating habits, because much of the food they eat, particularly processed food, is not good for the health. Consequently, there has been a growing interest in natural foods: foods which do not contain additives (添加剂) and which have not been affected by chemical fertilizers widely used in farming today.

  Natural foods, for example, are vegetables, fruit and grain which have been grown in soil that is rich in organic matter. In simple terms, this means that the soil has been nourished by unused vegetable matter, which provides it with essential vitamins and minerals. This in itself is a natural process compared with the use of chemicals and fertilizers, the main purpose of which is to increase the amount --- but not the quality --- of foods grown in commercial farming areas.

  Natural foods also include animals which have been allowed to feed and move freely in healthy grassy lands. Compared this with what happens in the mass production of poultry (家禽): there are battery farms, for example, where thousands of chickens lived crowded together in one building and are fed on food which is little better than rubbish. Chickens kept in this way are not only tasteless as food; they also produce eggs which lack important vitamins.

  There are other aspects of healthy eating which are now receiving increasing attention from experts on diet. It is obvious that nowadays fibre (纤维) is considered to be an important part of a flour and of course in vegetables. It is interesting to note that in countries where the national diet contains large quantities of unrefined flour and vegetables, certain diseases are comparatively rare. Therefore emphasis is placed on the eating of whole meal bread and more vegetables by modern experts on “healthy eating”.

Want a glance of the future of health care ? Take a look at the way the various networks of people about patient care are being connected to one another, and how this new connectivity is being exploited to deliver medicine to the patient --- no matter where he or she may be.

Online doctors offering advice based on normal symptom (症状) are the most obvious example. Increasingly, however, remote diagnosis (远程诊断) will be based on real physiological data (生理数据)from the actual patient. A group from the University of Kentucky has shown that by using personal data assistance plus a mobile phone, it is perfectly practical to send a patient’s important signs over the telephone. With this kind of equipment, the cry asking whether there was a doctor in the house could well be a thing of the past.

Other medical technology groups are working on applying telemedicine to rural care. And at least one team wants to use telemedicine as a tool for disaster need --- especially after earthquakes. On the whole, the trend is towards providing global access to medical data and expert’ opinions.

But there is one problem. Bandwidth (宽带) is the limiting factor for sending complex medical pictures around the world, --- CT photos being one of the biggest bandwidth users. Communication satellites may be able to deal with the short-term needs during disasters such as earthquakes or wars. But medicine is looking towards both the second-generation Internet and third-generation mobile phones for the future of remote medical service.

Doctors have met to discuss computer-based tools for medical diagnosis, training and telemedicine. With the falling price of broadband communications, the new technologies should start a new time when telemedicine and the sharing of medical information, experts’ opinions and diagnosis are common.

   How has the land changed, not only down on the ground but from way out in space ? These are the latest images produced by the sharp eyes of a government satellite known as Landsat 7.

   Darrel Williams works on the NASA Landsat 7 project, “We can see the conditions shortly after the eruption (火山爆发), when just a huge area was totally deforested, or burned off. Now, 15 years after the fact, we can see light, reddish view, which says vegetation (植被) is growing back, it’s starting to reforest.”

   Twenty-seven years of images have tracked the loss of rain forests in South America, as well as the clear-cutting of forests in the U.S. northwest.

   Darrel Williams, “Clear cut areas show up quite readily, and it shows we need to look at what’s going on in our own back yard, as far as deforestation.

   Landsat satellites have watched from space as glaciers (冰川) have shrunk more than four miles over the past decade or so. This is a computer-animated view of Glacier Bay. Alaska, based on new images from Landsat 7.

   The images of the North Carolina coast after hurricanes Floyd and Irene show the heavy deposits of silt (淤泥) and farm runoff in coastal waters.

   And these show the increasing summer temperatures around Atlanta, Georgia, a condition scientists say is related to the loss of trees.

   Darrel Williams says, “It’s the only record of its type. It’s like having a family photo album of anywhere on the globe. And if you don’t think you’ve changed over time, just look at your pictures of the last 20 to 25 years.”

   Now, as Landsat 7 begins its work at the last in the series of earth observers, NASA readies an even more advanced satellite, Terra, due to be launched Thursday. Once it’s working, Terra is expected to take the vital signs of the globe, including ocean temperatures, energy loss, even the state of the atmosphere, every day. Landsat 7 shows deforestation and coastal changes, but Terra gives information about the effects of strip mining, water resources, city growth, and agriculture production.

  Industrial pollution is not only a problem for the countries of Europe and North America. It is an extremely serious problem in some developing countries. For these countries, economic growth is a very import, they want to introduce industries, and so they put few controls on industries which cause pollution.

  Cubatao, an industrial town of 85,000 people in Brazil, is an example of the connection between industrial development and pollution. In 1954, Cubatao had no industry. Today it has more than twenty large factories, which produce many pollutants. The people of the town are suffering from the poisonous matter in their environment and the bad effects can be clearly seen. Birth shortcomings are extremely common. Among children and adults, lung problems are sometimes twelve times more common in Cubatao than in other places.

  It is true that Brazil, like many other countries, has laws against pollution, but these laws are not enforced strictly enough. It is cheaper for companies to take no notice of the laws and pay the fines than to buy the expensive equipment that will reduce the pollution. It is clear, therefore, that economic growth is more important to the government than to health of the workers. However, the responsibility does not completely lie with the Brazilian government. The example of Cubatao shows that international companies are not acting in a responsible way either.   Does a bee know what is going on in its mind when it navigates its way to distant food sources and back to the hive, using popularized sunlight and the tiny magnet (磁铁) it carries as a navigational aid ? Or is the bee just a machine, unable to do its mathematics and dance its language in any other way? To use Donald Griffin’s term, does a bee have “awareness”, or to use a phrase I like better, can a bee think and imagine ?

  There is an experiment for this, or at least an observation, made long ago by Karl Von Frisch and more recently confirmed by James Goule at Princeton. Biologists who wish to study such things as bee navigation, language, and behavior in general have to train their bees to fly from the hive to one or another special place. To do this, they begin by placing a source of sugar very close to the hive so that the bees (considered by their trainers to be very dumb beasts) can learn what the game is about. Then , at regular intervals, the dish or whatever is moved progressively farther and farther from the hive in increments of about 25 percent at each moved. Eventually the target is being moved 100 feet or more at a jump, very far from the hive. Sooner or later, while this progress is going on, the biologists shifting the dish of sugar will find the bees are out there waiting fro them, precisely where the next position had been planned. This is an uncomfortable observation to make.

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   If the salinity of ocean waters is examined, it is found to vary only slightly from place to place. Nevertheless, some of these small changes are important. There are three basic processes of changes that cause a change in oceanic salinity. One of these is the subtraction (减少) of water from the ocean by means of evaporation (蒸发) change from liquid water to water vapor (like gas). In this manner, the salinity is increased, since the salts stay behind. If this is carried to the extreme, of course, white crystals (晶体) of salt would be left behind; this, by the way, is how much of the table salt we can get and use.

   The opposite of evaporation is precipitation, such as rain, by which water is added to the ocean. Here the ocean is being diluted (稀释) so that the salinity is decreased. This may occur in areas of high rainfall or in coastal areas where rivers flow into the ocean. Thus salinity may be increased by the subtraction of water by evaporation or decreased by the addition of fresh water by precipitation of runoff.

   Normally, in tropical regions where the sun is very strong, the ocean salinity is somewhat higher that it is in other parts of the world where there is not as much evaporation. Similarly, in coastal regions where rivers dilute the sea, salinity is somewhat lower than in other oceanic areas.

  Tens of thousands of baby penguins (企鹅) face starvation after two giant icebergs broke off the Antarctic ice sheet and blocked their parents’ way to feeding areas.

  Adelie and emperor penguins nesting on the Ross Island are now forced to walk long distances over the icebergs to obtain food for their chicks, born during the November-December breeding season. 

  “The penguins are having to walk 50 km further than usual to reach the sea,” said Dean Peterson. The flightless birds travel on land at just one to two km per hour.

  The problem could halve (平分)the chick survival rate at the three Adelie penguin colonies on Ross Island --- estimated at 130,000 breeding pairs. In all Antarctica, there is an estimated three million Adelie penguin breeding pairs.

   Around 12,000 breeding pairs of emperor penguins, the largest penguin species at up to four feet tall, are also affected.

   The icebergs broke from the vast Ross Ice shelf, south of New Zealand, in March 2000 and are now sandwiched between Ross Island and Franklin Island, 93 miles to the north.

   Scientist Peterson estimated that penguins were taking days to make the round trip to the sea to fish, and then back to their nests to regurgitate (反 ？) food for their chicks.

   “At that point they were quite tired and probably don’t have much to regurgitate,” he said. Penguins already have long odds on reaching adulthood, with only 10 percent surviving beyond adolescence (青春期).

   “ We are probably looking at halving that again --- we are sitting down at maybe the five percent rate,” Peterson said, adding some penguins already appeared to be leaving the Ross Island to breed elsewhere.

   Penguins come ashore to breed and then take it in turns to leave the nest to fetch fish and other sea food to feed their young.

   Researchers say large blocks of the Antarctic ice sheet are breaking off for several reasons, including global warming.

   Zinc (锌) is one of about 20 elements necessary for good health. It is present in the body in a very small amount ,but it makes it possible for important chemical actions to be carried out in cells. Scientists are just beginning to discover how zinc and elements work.

  Researchers first studies zinc as a way to speed recovery. Dr. Waltor Powys, formerly with the United States Air force, noted that the laboratory animals recovered faster when some matters were added to their food. One of these matters was zinc. Dr. Powys later tested the zinc treatment on an American airman recovering from medical operations. The airman who received zinc sulphate (硫酸盐) recovered in half of the usual time.   In 1993, New York State ordered stores to charge a certain amount of money on containers for drinks. Within a year ,millions of aluminum (铝) cans and glass and plastic bottles had been returned. Plenty of companies were eager to accept the aluminum and glass as raw materials for new products, but because few could figure out what to do with the plastics, much of it was buried with rubbish in the landfills. This was not limited to New York. Unfortunately, there were too few uses for second-hand plastic.

  Today , one out of five plastic bottles for soft drinks is recycled in the United States. The reason for the change is that now there are dozens of companies across the country buying used plastic bottles for soft drinks and turning them into fence posts, paint brushes, etc.

  As the New York experience shows, recycling means more than simply separating valuable materials from the rest of the rubbish. Waste remains waste until somebody figures out how to give it a second life --- and until arrangements to save money give that second life value. Without markets to collect used materials for recycling, throwaways actually reduce prices for used materials.

  Making landfill space smaller, and rising cost for buying and burning rubbish are forcing local governments to look more closely at recycling. In many areas, the East Coast especially, recycling is already the least expensive waste-management choice. For every ton of waste recycled, a city doesn’t need to pay for getting rid of throwaways, which, in parts of New York, is a large amount of money, and saves more than $100 per ton. Recycling winds up the local economy by creating more jobs, reducing the cost of pollution control and supplying industries with more inexpensive refined materials.

   Our bodies are wonderfully skillful at keeping balance. When the temperature jumps, we sweat to cool down. When our blood pressure falls, our hearts can do something. As it turns out, though, our natural state is always changing. Researchers are finding that everything from blood pressure to brain function changes regularly with the cycles of sun, moon and seasons. And their insights (洞察力) are getting new ways for keeping away such common killers as heart disease and cancer. Only one doctor in 20 has a good knowledge of the scientific use of time in medicine. But according to a new American Medical Association, three out of four are eager to change that. “The field is exploding,” says Michael Smolensky. “Doctors used to look at us like, ‘What spaceship did you get off?’ Now they’re thirsty to know more.”
   In medical school , most doctors learn that people with chronic(长期的) conditions should take their medicine regularly. “It’s a terrible way to treat disease,” says Dr Richard Martin. For example, asthmatics (气喘患者) are most likely to suffer during the night, whether by breathing in on an inhaler(吸入器) four times a day or taking a pill each morning and evening. In recent studies, researchers have found that a large midafternoon dose of a bronchodilator (支气管扩张剂) can be as safe as several small doses, and better for preventing nighttime attacks.

   If the night belongs to asthma, the down belongs to high blood pressure and heart disease. Heart attacks are twice as common at 9 a.m. as at 11p.m. Part of the reason is that our blood pressure falls at night, then rises as we start to work for the day. “Doctors know that,” says Dr Henry Black of Chicago’s Medical Center, “but until now, we haven’t been able to do anything about it.” Most blood-pressure drugs provide 18 to 20 hours of relief (减缓). But because they’re taken in the morning, they’re least effective when most needed. “You take your pill at 7 and it’s working by 9,” says Dr William White of the University of Connecticut Health Center “But by that time you’ve gone through the worst four hours of the day with no protection.” Bedtime medicine would prevent high blood pressure, but it would also push blood pressure to dangerously low levels during the night.

   Wind is the great maker of waves. There are exceptions, such as the tidal (潮汐的) waves sometimes produced by earthquakes under the sea. But the waves most of us know are produced by winds blowing over the sea.

   Now before constructing an imaginary life history of a typical wave, we need to know certain physical things about it. A wave has height, from trough (low point) to crest (high point). It has length – the distance from this crest to that of the following wave. The period of the wave means the time it takes for succeeding crests to pass a fixed point. None of these things stays the same –for all depend upon the wind, upon the depth of the water and many other matters.

  The water that makes up a wave does not advance with it across the sea. Each drop of water turns around in a little circle with the passing of the wave, but returns very nearly to its original position. And it is fortunate that this is so. For if the huge masses that make up a wave actually moved across the sea, sailing would be impossible.

  If we want to find the speed of a wave, we may use the following way:

  Speed ＝ wavelength × frequency

  Here, wavelength is the distance between two high points (crests), frequency means the number of cycles per second.

   A new study says one part of the human brain may become smaller as the result of a condition known as jet lag. Jet lag results from flying long distances in an airplane. People with jet lag may feel extremely tired for several days. They may also have problems thinking clearly and remembering.

   Recently a researcher at the University of Bristol in Britain reported the findings of his jet lag study, which involved twenty young women who worked for international airlines. They had served passengers on airplanes for five years. These flight attendants flew across many countries and at least seven time zones. In the study, the flight attendants had different amounts of time to recover from jet lag. Half the women spent five days or fewer in their home areas between long flights. The other half spent more than fourteen days in their home areas.

   The researcher took some saliva from the women’s mouths to measure levels of a hormone (荷尔蒙) that increases during stress (紧张). He tested them to see if they could remember where black spots appeared on a computer screen. And he took pictures of their brains to measure the size of the brain’s temporal lobes (脑叶).

  It was found that the women who had less time between flights had smaller right temporal lobes. This area of the brain deals with recognizing and remembering what is seen. The same group performed worse and had slower reaction times on the visual memory test. And their saliva sample showed higher levels of stress hormones.

  The researcher believes the brain needs at least ten days to recover after a long trip. He says airline workers told him their ability to remember got worse after working on planes for about four years. Other studies have shown that increased feelings of stress can cause a loss of cells in the part of the brain that control memory.

  Scientists say more tests are needed to study the effects of jet lag on the brain. They want to find out if too much jet lag could permanently (永久性的)after memory.

The sale of goods service is not limited to local regional, or national markets; it often takes places on an international basis. Nations import goods that they lack or cannot produce as efficiently as other nations, and they export goods that they can produce more efficiently. This exchange of goods and services in the world, or global market is known as international trade. There are three main benefits to be gained from this type of exchange.

First, international trade makes scarce goods available to nations that need or desire them. When a nation lacks the resources needed to produce goods at home, it may import them from another country.

Second , international trade allows a nation to specialize in production of those goods for which it is particularly fit. This often results in increased output, decreased costs, and a higher national standard of living. Natural, human, and technical resources help determine which products a nation will specialize in.

There are two economic principles that help explain specialization is advantageous. According to the theory of absolute advantage, a nation ought to specialize in the goods that it can produce more cheaply than its competitors or in the goods that no other nation is able to produce. According to the theory of comparative advantage, a nation ought to concentrate on the products that it can produce most efficiently and profitably.

The third benefit of international trade is its political effects. Nations that trade together develop common interests which may help them overcome political differences. Economic cooperation has been the basis for many political alliances (同盟).

   Business activities are becoming increasingly worldwide as many firms spread their operations into markets abroad. Many U.S. firms, for example, are trying to enlarge markets by doing business in China, India, Latin America, and Russia and other Eastern European countries. Multinational Corporations (MNCs), which operate in more than one country , at once, especially move operations to wherever they can find the least expensive employees who are able to do the work well.
